Responsible for 

implementing comprehensive Youth and Young Adult Ministries (18-39) that fosters young discipleship and active 

service in the community. 

 

ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS: 

• Prepares yearly budget, calendar, and registration for sacraments of Confirmation and First Eucharist, 

middle school ministry, high school ministry and young adult ministry. 

• Recruits, trains, and supervises First Eucharist and Youth Confirmation Catechists and volunteers and 

chaperons for youth and young adult ministries.  

• Organize & plan Confirmation retreats, youth, and young adult retreat days. 

• Oversee Liturgy for Confirmation candidates. 

• Lead Confirmation catechetical sessions. 

• Prepares and maintains all records and files and data bases for all high school confirmation classes, youth 

and young adult ministry participants including student’s attendance and ongoing communication with 

parents/teens via phone and email.  

• Recruits, trains, and leads catechist, core teams of youth and adults for ongoing ministry activities 

including ongoing catechist meetings.  

• Hours vary according to events. 

• Other duties as assigned.
